North America.  North America includes the United States, Canada, Mexico, Central America, the 
Caribbean and Greenland.  
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Scholarship Overview  
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When do I apply for the 
scholarship?  

Applications must be delivered to <GRANDPARENTS’ NAMES> the 
Summer in which the grandchild is 11 years of age.  
 

What do I have to do to 
qualify for the scholarship? 

The grandchild applying for the scholarship must have achieved the 
following:  

- A minimum grade average of B+ during their prior school year 
- Maintain excellent behavior in the classroom  
- Participate in extracurricular activities such as sports, music or 

other school related activities 
- Assist with household chores 
- Demonstrate a sincere interest in the location they have 

chosen to travel to 
- Secure a letter of support from a parent  

 
How do I apply for the 
scholarship?  

Grandchildren must complete the attached scholarship form, with 
very little help from a parent.  The scholarship application must be 
accompanied with a letter or note from a parent stating why their 
child deserves to be granted the Explore North America Travel 
Scholarship.  
 

How do I select where I 
want to travel?  

Within North America, there are no limits where the grandchild may 
select to travel as long as they can demonstrate, in a paragraph, their 
reasons for wanting to travel to that location/destination.  
 

When will I know if I have 
won the scholarship?  

The grandchild receiving the scholarship will learn of their acceptance 
on or before the summer of their 12th birthday.  
 

When will the scholarship 
trip be taken?  

The scholarship trip will be taken the Summer of their 12​th​ year only if 
the grandchild has maintained a minimum B+ average with excellent 
behavior during the grade school year leading up to the trip.
